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Mark: Do you know how she was killed? 3712 

CM: I have various ideas. 3713 
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Mark: Okay. 3714 

CM: The actual cause, I can’t say. 3715 

Mark: When you say you can’t say, what does that mean? 3716 

CM: Trying to make myself not look worse than it is here.  Um, I don’t know 3717 

how she died.  Personally.  I know actions that could cause death, but I 3718 

don’t know exactly how she died.  Which is why I asked, ‘kay.  Because I 3719 

don’t know if that’s just for myself, just a comforting way, a confirmation 3720 

way, as much as it to assure, like, you guys that I know the truth of things. 3721 

Mark: So, that, that aspect of how she died doesn’t sit well with you, does it? 3722 

CM: Well, I want to know how she died. 3723 

Mark: No, I, I know that.  But, what you have in your mind, and the visions that 3724 

you have and the thoughts that you have.  This is the first time in my 3725 

whole time talking that your face tells me that you do not like what you 3726 

think happened. 3727 

CM: What I think happened is an interesting way of putting it. 3728

You’re, you’re 3752 

reverting back again.  You’re, you’re disconnecting yourself from this 3753 

whole thing again. 3754 

CM: Um, not right now.  Basically is what I’m trying to say. 3755

she was killed, right? 6549 

CM: Yeah. 6550 

Martin: Now, take stock in, in all those items that facilitated that. 6551 

CM: The suffocation. 6552 

Martin: Yeah. 6553 

CM: Asphyxiation. 6554 

Martin: Exactly. 6555 

CM: Was your word. 6556 

Martin: So, take stock in all those items. 6557 

CM: Okay. 6558 

Martin: And is your DNA found on any of those items? 6559 

CM: Sweat maybe, if anything. 6560 

Martin: On what item? 6561 

CM: I can’t tell you exactly what asphyxiated her, so- 6562 

Martin: Okay.  So, take stock in, again, those items that aided in that 6563 

asphyxiation- 6564 

CM: Not all of them are items. 6565 

Martin: Okay, you’re right.  So, take stock in, I know not all of them are items.  6566 

Take stock in those items- 6567 

CM: I-I know exactly happened- 6568 

Martin: ‘Kay. 6569 

CM: -and with what. 6570 

Martin: So prioritize those.  Which item, which item do you think your DNA’s on? 6571 

CM: The only physical item that was used, it would be the only thing and it 6572 

wouldn’t be from using it. 6573 
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Martin: You lost me. 6574 

CM: There would only be one thing that she was asphyxiated with. 6575 

Martin: Okay. 6576 

CM: But that would be a physical item that, y’know, was an item, not a person. 6577 

Martin: Okay.  So you’re- 6578 

CM: And uh- 6579 

Martin: -so you’re saying that she was, a-and I get stock in what you just said, 6580 

right?  You’re just saying that she was um, asphyxiated with force.  6581 

Because you say that it’s an item and a person. 6582 

CM: Kruse. 6583 

Martin: Okay, so you’re saying to me that Kruse asphyxiated her. 6584 

CM: Could’ve been.  Could’ve. 6585 

Martin: Okay.  But i-, in essence, you said, I-I tell you what the cause of death is, 6586 

it’s asphyxiation. 6587 

CM: Yeah. 6588 

Martin: Right? 6589 

CM: Yeah. 6590 

Martin: And you tell me it’s an item and a person. 6591 

CM: Or a person. 6592 

Martin: Okay.  Well, there’s two, there’s two people there. 6593 

CM: Yeah. 6594 

Martin: There’s you, and there’s Kruse. 6595 

CM: Yeah. 6596 

Martin: Right?  So, I want you to really think, though, (chuckles), about 6597 

suffocation.  And look at that whole picture, right?  What item would have 6598 

your DNA on it? 6599 
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CM: I know what you’re referring to, again, the whole vocalizing thing. 6600 

Martin: Okay, well just, wh-where do you think?  Make that list again like we did 6601 

on unlawful confinement. 6602 

CM: I did s- 6603 

Martin: Make that list again. 6604 

CM: I, I’m not gonna vocalize it, but I know what you’re talking about, yeah.  It 6605 

wouldn’t be on that like, other than, not that, not for the use.  Like, that, my 6606 

DNA would’ve not been put on it to a prior or after, or prior or during use, I 6607 

should say. 6608 

Martin: During or prior what? 6609 

CM: During, or y-, during or before the use of it.  So, when it was just a 6610 

mundane object, or- 6611 

Martin: Okay. 6612 

CM: -the use of it.  Uh, my DNA would not be transferred to it. 6613 

Martin: Okay. 6614 

CM: That I can see. 6615 

Martin: Okay.  What about during? 6616 

CM: I just said during uh, during the use of it.  I don’t mean prior, I accidentally 6617 

said that. 6618 

Martin: Oh, oh, okay.  ‘Cause you, you kinda confused me with the prior and 6619 

during.  So, during- 6620 

CM: Before n-, I, sh-shouldn’t, I don’t see any reason.  I can’t recollect having 6621 

ever come in contact with it. 6622 

Martin: Okay. 6623 

CM: During the use, can’t recollect ever coming in contact with it.  Uh I, I know I 6624 

didn’t come in contact with it during use. 6625 
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Martin: Okay. 6626 

CM: And then after, I may have come in contact with it, because it was still 6627 

present … 6628 

Martin: Okay.  So, still present.  Okay.  And just so I, I-I, okay, le-let’s do this.  So, 6629 

I can talk about, again, your credibility, ‘cause I’m not gonna put words in 6630 

your mouth, right?  If we talk about that item and I wanna ascertain if that’s 6631 

the same one that your DNA is on.  Without you specifically having to tell 6632 

me what that, that item is what colour is that item? 6633 

CM: Oh God, this isn’t gonna work.  Um, there’s two things that are the same 6634 

colour that I would believe would be present. 6635 

Martin: So that, that’s, that makes it difficult, isn’t it? 6636 

CM: Mm-hm.  You know- 6637 

Martin: So there’s- 6638 

CM: -you should know items would be present, left behind from where, the face 6639 

area that I was shown, right?

And then the other one you said to me, which 6689 

is grey, covers an area of, of more- 6690 

CM: Greater mass than anything else. 6691 

Martin: Of greater mass than anything else.  Okay.  And that’s the one that’s at 6692 

the bottom of your list of, of least concern when it came to the unlawful 6693 

confinement. 6694 

CM: That should be stuck on, yeah.  For unlawful confinement, yes.  Um, it 6695 

should, not be there.  It was not really, oh, (sigh), this is hard to explain 6696 

without the other things.  Some things were added later.  Like, the-the-the 6697 

third item was added later.  Not by myself.  I was not there for the 6698 

application, well, I was near, but not- 6699 

Martin: Okay, alright, okay.  So, that’s starts, startin’ to makes a little bit of sense 6700 

for me, then.  So you, you’re saying that uh, something sticky and the 6701 
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piece of clothing were initially placed there.  And then after tha, the third 6702 

piece, the one that covers more mass was applied. 6703 

CM: Mmm. 6704 

Martin: Okay.  And you’re saying that um, I wanna get this straight, is that you 6705 

were not the one who applied that third piece, but you observed it being 6706 

applied.

6720 

Martin: Wherever she was, you weren’t present in that, in the, in there when that 6721 

third piece, that your of least concern on your list, was applied.  Okay.  So- 6722 

CM: You know by what you found that the three items I refer to were still there, 6723 

after. 6724 

Martin: Yes.  Yeah, yeah.  What you’re saying is right.  Those, those three items 6725 

that you referred to were still there.  Okay. 6726 

CM: As well as I, I was not again present for this- 6727 
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Martin: Yeah. 6728 

CM: -but I know um, there might’ve been other items left that um, were in the 6729 

same vicinity to Kruse’s DNA.  This I was told by Kruse. 6730 

Mark: Sorry, you-you lost me there. 6731 

CM: Um, there may be other items, besides what was used for unlawful 6732 

restraint and- 6733 

Mark: Yeah. 6734 

CM: Of course the aphy-,uh, the asphyxiation- 6735 

Mark: Yeah. 6736 

CM: -that were left there by Kruse. 6737 

Mark: Okay, that were left where? 6738 

CM: In the vicinity of Kruse’s DNA.  Which was not on, y’know, the bindings, or 6739 

whatever. 6740 

Martin: Okay.  When you say bindings, what do you mean by that? 6741 

CM: Well, you’re te-, saying unlawful confinement.  And the only thing you have 6742 

left out is bindings. 6743 

Martin: Okay, so tell me about that then. 6744 

CM: What, the bindings? 6745 

Martin: Yeah. 6746 

CM: I’m not gonna say anything about that.  I’m just telling you that I know 6747 

Kruse may have placed other items on or otherwise with uh, regards to 6748 

Kim. 6749 

Martin: Okay um, and I c-, and I’ll bring that back to um, what you’ve uh, what 6750 

you’ve talked about before of uh, positioning.  In the fetal position.  We 6751 

talked about lithotomy position and things like that.  So, um, so, and when 6752 
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we talk about the positioning of the bindings um, what would that have 6753 

looked like. 6754 

CM: Can’t say. 6755 

Martin: W- 6756 

 (Hour 8) 6757 

CM: Uh, I can go until you, you know, you’d typically what you would bind 6758 

somebody, or how, or- 6759 

Martin: Okay.  What’s typical uh, what do you mean by typical?  Let’s just take 6760 

that- 6761 

CM: I-if you’re gonna restrain anything you know, like, um, shackles in prison 6762 

you know. 6763 

Martin: Alright. 6764 

CM: Legs and arms and like, when you hog-tie a hog, you use ex-ex-6765 

extremities. 6766 

Martin: Okay.  So, but y-y-you and I get that, but what did you mean by typical 6767 

restraints? 6768 

CM: Well, that is typical of any animal with extremities is you bind its 6769 

extremities.  That would be typical. 6770 

Martin: Okay, so what you’re saying is, i-is binding feet and, and binding uh, arms 6771 

or? 6772 

CM: Any extremities um, in an octopus you got eight arms and- 6773 

Martin: (Chuckles) 6774 

CM: -if you don’t want an octopus to get away, you restrain his tentacles. 6775 

Martin: Okay. 6776 

CM: Or all of his extremities ‘cause he can’t really use his head to get away. 6777 
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Martin: Okay, right.  And uh, so, in this case, what’s used as, as the binding 6778 

material? 6779 

CM: Can’t tell you. 6780 

Martin: Why is that? 6781 

CM: Mm, just because. 6782 

Martin: Okay.  But it would, i-it would be part and parcel to that unlawful 6783 

confinement, right? 6784 

CM: It’d be number- 6785 

Martin: So, something sticky?  Okay. 6786 

CM: Which you and me both know what it is. 6787 

Martin: Pardon? 6788 

CM: You and me both know what it is. 6789 

Martin: Yeah, we do.  Absolutely.  Absolutely.  Okay.  Okay.  So, that is used um, 6790 

when we talk about unlawful confinement, it’s used um, that causes that 6791 

preservation to the face?

CM: That it was a sock? 6850

Martin: Yeah. 6947 

CM: He used tape. 6948 

Martin: Yeah.  So, what kind of tape? 6949 

CM: Duct Tape. 6950 

Martin: Duct Tape.  Okay.  So, after Kruse Duct Tapes the sock in there.  ‘Kay so 6951 

she’s in, and that’s what, and I can see why you’re not, why your thinking 6952 

is it’s unlaw-, that’s part of the, on one of the items to unlawful 6953 

confinement because it doesn’t, i-, y-you, you say that it’s just from here 6954 

down at that point.  Right?  So, the tape is, is where? 6955 

CM: Mmm, the lips. 6956 

Martin: Okay.  A-and the sock is in the mouth to suppress that voice.  Is that right? 6957 

CM: That’s, yeah. 6958 
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Martin: Suppress sound.  Okay.  He takes it right off his foot? 6959 

CM: It’s the only place that I figure he could get a sock from at the moment. 6960 

Martin: A-a, really quick like that, yeah.  Okay. 6961 

CM: You given the location which I’m not gonna disclose. 6962 

Martin: Mm-hm, mm-hm.  Right.  So, right at that time probably not right in his 6963 

bedroom ‘cause that would be more readily accessible than say the 6964 

kitchen. 6965

Martin: Correct?  So, you’re d-, you’re deducing that, ‘kay well that’s where the 6967 

sock comes from is right off his foot because of the fact that we’re not in 6968 

his bedroom at that time, we’re, we’re somewhere else in the house.

CM: Yeah, Kruse grabbed some bag, I’m pretty sure it’s grey. 6989 

Martin: Okay. 6990 

CM: Like I said, I didn’t stick around in the room ‘cause I’ve, I’ve, there was, I 6991 

don’t want any part of that. 6992 

Martin: It’s mayhem right then, right? 6993 

CM: Yeah. 6994 

Martin: So, when that’s happenin’, what’s goin’ through your head? 6995 

CM: Uh, m-, t-, everything.  A m-million miles an hour. 6996 

Martin: Oh, yeah. 6997 

CM: It’s like, what the fuck. 6998 

Martin: Oh yeah.  And-and how do you feel inside? 6999 

CM: Uh, you got the biggest adrenalin rush you’ve ever have ‘cause it’s, what 7000 

the fuck. 7001 

Martin: Yeah.  Absolutely.  I g-, I-I, yeah.  I can’t ima-, I’ve had adrenalin rushes 7002 

but I-I can imagine that this is a huge adrenalin dump, eh? 7003 

CM: Not in a good way either like, when you’re doin’ somethin’ like, physical 7004

It’s ascertaining about what 7037 

was the component in the unlawful confinement c-c-concerning the 7038 

component to the, to that, that act of, of a-asphyxiation cause I told you 7039 

what that, that was the cause of death is.  Um, so going over that is now 7040 

the bag is kinda placed over her head, like our moms always told us not to 7041 

do as we were growing up.  And then you say that it’s, that it’s taped as 7042 

well? 7043 

CM:  As far as I knew. 7044 

Martin: Okay.  So, a-and, and how do you come about that knowledge?  Like 7045 

that?  ‘Cause at, at one point you would’ve seen Kim in, in that state, 7046 

right?  With uh- 7047 

CM: Not that I was really (chuckles) looking. 7048 

Martin: Okay.  Alright.  So, that happens and, and the bag is, is taped around her 7049 

head? 7050 

CM: As far as I know. 7051

Martin: Yeah. 7473 
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CM: Like uh, this was a long time ago out in front of like, Walmart or something 7474 

uh, he went and spat in my like, towards my face.  Anyways um, it ended 7475 

up was that I took control.  I put him in a headlock and basically you don’t 7476 

do that and. 7477 

Martin: Mm-hm. 7478 

CM: I didn’t wanna like, hurt him or anything like, he’s like, I know you coulda 7479 

like, broken my teeth, my nose.  Like, I’m a- 7480 

Martin: Yeah. 7481 

CM: -big guy.  And he was even smaller at the time. 7482 

Martin: Mm-hm. 7483 

CM: Like, I’ve been in, I’ve been in fights.  I was, the only time I’ve ever like, 7484 

actually like, hit people is um, twice, which was with Kruse and this other 7485 

guy he was beating the crap out of his girlfriend and lit her hair on fire and 7486 

stuff. 7487 

Martin: Yeah.  Yeah.  Um- 7488 

CM: And like, each time I’ve, I’ve never used my full force ‘cause I’m fully 7489 

capable of- 7490 

Martin: Yeah. 7491 

CM: -y’know, destroying somebody. 7492 

Martin: Mm-hm. 7493 

CM: Like, to put it short like, uh- 7494 

Martin: Yeah.  Um, so getting back to uh, what you said and then, and you-you 7495 

talked to me about uh, so you did, you did it the normal way.  I know you, 7496 

y’know, you kinda covered that off that you, you put your penis in her 7497 

vagina.  Um, how do you know like, I-I-I mean, that’s the way, right?  Like, 7498 

I mean, it confirms for you uh, the DNA findings.  Right?  You know on, on 7499 
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the sexual assault component.  Um, now DNA wise we talked about skin, 7500 

and semen and, and blood and hair and things like that.  Uh, so what do 7501 

you think the source of the DNA was? 7502 

CM: Pro-probably be semen or um, yeah, semen is the um, I’m not sure what 7503 

the actual medical term is but there’s um, pre-ejaculation …- 7504 

Martin: Right. 7505 

CM: -so just like a lubricated, it does sometimes contain DNA. 7506 

Martin: Yeah.  Yeah.  How long did it take you to ejaculate? 7507 

CM: I don’t even think I did.  Like, the, like I said, the pre-cum does um, have 7508 

stuff released into it, it’s possible to get pregnant from it.  Um, anyways I 7509 

di-, wasn’t doing that for more than like, three minutes, four minutes 7510 

‘cause- 7511 

Martin: O-okay. 7512 

CM: -it’s not something I wanted to be part of.  It’s just, y’know- 7513 

Martin: Yeah. 7514 

CM: -he’s d-, run like, not running, but he’s, y’know, strutting around the house 7515 

like, yelling to himself.  He’s like, y’know- 7516 

Martin: What kinds of things was he- 7517 

CM: -this just happened, y’know, oh, we’re havin’ fun all of a sudden. 7518 

Martin: Right.  Yeah.  Um- 7519 

CM: So, it’s the fight or flight thing.  It’s like, y’know, listen and maybe I’ll get, 7520 

you know, through this and nothing will come of it and (chuckles)- 7521 

Martin: Yeah.  Yeah.  So, that’s what’s goin’ through your head at that time? 7522 

CM: Is self-preservation. 7523 
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Martin: Yeah.  Yeah.  Yeah, I can see that.  So, three or four minutes um, that 7524 

you’re having intercourse with her um, and what’s Kruse doing at that 7525 

time? 7526 

CM: Coming in or out of the room, ranting- 7527 

Martin: While, while you’re having intercourse with her he’s coming in and out of 7528 

the room? 7529 

CM: Well, yeah, he wants to make sure I’m doin’ it and he’s, like I told you, he’s 7530 

telling me repeatedly even after um, he-he’s like, I’m not gonna leave until 7531 

you start. 7532 

Martin: Okay. 7533 

CM: And so he’s, in and out of the room- 7534 

Martin: Yeah, and just to confirm there, Cam, at the time that you’re having sex 7535 

with her, she’s alive? 7536 

CM: Yeah. 7537 

Martin: Okay. 7538 

CM: And, and I told you I’m not- 7539 

Martin: Yeah. 7540 

CM: -… 7541 

Martin: Yeah, you’re not into that?  So, at the time that you’re having sex with her, 7542 

she is alive. 7543 

CM: I wouldn’t do that if you put a gun to my head.  (Chuckles)   7544 

Martin: Okay.  Okay.  Good.  I, and I was, wanted to make sure.  Right?  So, after 7545 

you have sex with her, what happens?

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CM: No gonna, not, that was like, enough.  Enough.  Like, if I get told to do like, 7549 

much more I’m gonna turn around and then beat the shit out of him.  And 7550 

just like, run out of the house. 7551 

Martin: Okay.  So, what do you do? 7552 

CM: I left the room.  I went and sat in the living room just, the TV was on and 7553 

just sittin’ there whole heartedly for-, tryin’ to forget what’s happening and 7554 

uh, watching the TV, just watching the TV.  Nothing else.  Not thinking, not 7555 

talking, I can’t even say I was breathing, I was just watching the TV with all 7556 

my concentration. 7557 

Martin: Okay.  And what room was Kim in at the time? 7558 

CM: I believe Kruse’s. 7559 

Martin: Kruse’s room?  Okay.  That’s where you had sex with her is in his room? 7560 

CM: Yeah. 7561 

Martin: Okay.  And now, you talked about him saying, if I’m gonna incriminate 7562 

myself, you’re gonna incriminate yourself, too.  So, did he have sex with 7563 

her first?  Sorry? 7564 

CM: Yeah. 7565

CM: The sock. 7584 

Martin: -the sock in her mouth? 7585 

CM: Yes. 7586 

Martin: And the tape here?  But when did, i-i-i and uh, were there bindings at that 7587 

time? 7588 

CM: Um, mm-, I’m trying to be accurate- 7589 

Martin: Yeah. 7590 

CM: -here for you. 7591 

Martin: Absolutely. 7592 

CM: I can say yes for her hands um, I’m not sure about her feet. 7593 

Martin: Okay.  So, I-I just wanna get that, that order right.  Okay?  So, I’m gonna 7594 

go back to it.  Obviously Kim’s at, is at the residence with the two of you.  7595 

Um, does it go off as the, as the plan?  I’m gonna make KD.  And that’s 7596 

when the attack starts? 7597 

CM: Uh, no. 7598

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CM: (Sighs)  I’m not gonna really get into this.  It’s j-, a long, long, long process 7600 

that uh, I, I don’t even wanna remember. 7601 

Martin: I’m just gonna come back to that comment, if I’m gonna incriminate 7602 

myself, you’re going to incriminate yourself, too. 7603 

CM: Yeah. 7604 

Martin: Okay, now I just wanna come back  to that.  Going through it, and then 7605 

yes, him saying that he’s gonna say, I’m gonna make KD, I’m gonna 7606 

attack her, but implicating you into, you’re gonna be in my mom’s room 7607 

coming in.  Right?  So, I wanna make sure that you’re telling me now that 7608 

that doesn’t happen that way.

Where’d the other guy go, 7617 

anyways? 7618 

Martin: Uh, I asked him to find something for me (chuckles) and it may be a little 7619 

bit obscure in the volumes of information that we have, so.  But, the thing 7620 

is is that you’ve uh, made great strides here today.

CM: This um, where is that?  Anyways, have it all the, you hide in my mom’s 7636 

room, blah, blah, blah- 7637 

Martin: Yeah. 7638 

CM: -blah, blah, blah, blah. 7639 

Martin: Yeah, for sure. 7640 

CM: Is ju-, let’s just say part of his plan.  Um, it would uh, this would. 7641 

Martin: Yeah. 7642 

CM: Um, uh, I don’t know.  Um, that was like, y’know, him putting the duct tape 7643 

somewhere and y’know, get it and I-I, th-, it’s a supporting role. 7644 

Martin: Okay. 7645 

CM: I guess th-, was in his, he obviously had this a lot better planned than, 7646 

well, I didn’t have a plan.  (Chuckles) 7647 

Martin: Okay.  So, he, how does it, how does it take off? 7648 

CM: You’re gonna realize if you look at my phone records there is the whole 7649 

phone call with me and Kruse before any of this. 7650

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CM: Where he, he phones me up and that is a huge part of how it all leads into 7652 

this, the whole five word thing- 7653 

Martin: Okay, so what does he say in that conversation? 7654 

CM: That would tell you everything on how it leads, y’know, from y’know, in 7655 

probably an hour or two hours before your chart starts there to, y’know, 7656 

right up to, y’know, the two messages right there. 7657 

Martin: Mm-hm. 7658 

CM: And you guys talked to my mom, right?  Like, you, she was interviewed. 7659 

Martin: Yeah. 7660 

CM: And y’know, th-th-the big thing she said you guys didn’t know is the why.  7661 

The, apparently you stressed the why is uh, the only thing you guys can’t 7662 

get.  Is why. 7663 

Martin: Mm-hm.  How come? 7664 

CM: For Kruse?  No clue.  Oh, I have a clue but, my why is totally different than 7665

that caused no physical harm or anything like that. 7700 

Martin: Okay. 7701 

CM: And it was due to um, ma-, cutting off circulation to a certain part of your 7702 

brain for a, a short time. 7703 
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Martin: Yeah. 7704 

CM: And y’know, that’s where a plan that wasn’t really a plan, y’know, started 7705 

to go well, no, I shouldn’t say awfully wrong, ‘cause it went awfully wrong 7706 

well, before that but uh- 7707 

Martin: I know what you’re saying. 7708 

CM: Um, y’know, no such thing.  It doesn’t, it doesn’t or didn’t work. 7709

CM: -just hits you in your mind.  Y-you’re not even thinking, it’s just like, all 7741 

thoughts just gone. 7742 

Martin: Yeah. 7743 

CM: And it’s just, y’know, when he starts yellin’ at me to y’know, get Duct Tape 7744 

or whatever, that he- 7745 

Martin: Okay. 7746 

CM: -asked. 7747 

Martin: Okay.  And where-where had he placed it? 7748 

CM: Uh, the kitchen counter, I believe. 7749 

Martin: The kitchen counter.  Yeah, ‘cause I remember you saying that he went to 7750 

the ki-, y-, the, uh, it was on the counter.  So, you get the Duct Tape and 7751 

come back and then that’s what you explained to me is- 7752 

CM: I then tape her feet. 7753
